DBT-BBSRC announce plans for joint call in Crops Genomics and Technologies 

After a successful joint workshop held in May 2012 in Norwich, the Department of Biotechnology (DBT)  and UK’s Biotechnology and Biological Sciences Research Council (BBSRC) will announce a joint call for research proposals in the coming weeks.
This pre-announcement is to allow eligible investigators in India and UK to begin the process of identifying potential project partners. DBT and BBSRC have earmarked up to £5M each for this call, for projects up to a maximum duration of three years.

A further announcement will be published once the call has been launched.

Scope of the call

Priority areas for this call fall into two categories: enabling technologies and trait-oriented research.

Enabling technologies:

· Bioinformatics

· Next generation sequencing

· TILLING platform

· Genetic diversity resources

· High throughput chemical profiling

Trait-oriented research:

· Crop stress biology

· Resource use efficiency

· Product quality

· Plant architecture

Eligibility
